The building uses a range of sustainable design
features, incorporating natural materials alongside
high-tech renewable energy systems to deliver
efficiency in use and to create an outstanding
space for guests.

The Orchard Hotel incorporates 50m? of solar PV
into the building to provide on-site renewable energy.
The building management system ensures that only
occupied rooms use heating or cooling. The hotel
has beaten its target for on-site CO, emissions and
this is partly down to the fact that the team use
remote metering to manage energy consumption.

Our guests can enjoy a peaceful walk in our green
space, an outdoor meeting with colleagues, a gym
session at David Ross or a delicious meal with
friends and family at Bramleys Brasserie.
